Hartford County 4-H Fair King and Queen Contest
All 4-H members who are at least 14 and no more than 19 years old as of January 1st of the 4-H program year are eligible to participate.
Candidates will be judged on a brief speech and on interview style questions, by a panel of judges that are familiar with the 4-H program and the Fair Association.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Candidates will have a brief (not more than 5 minutes) speech prepared introducing themselves, their activity in 4-H and how 4-H has impacted their lives. 
All judging will take place at the designated time and place to be announced at a later date. There will be no exceptions.
The judges will interview each candidate in private asking questions about the members projects, 4-H experiences and other areas of interest.
Judging criteria
25% initial presentation 
25% candidate’s appearance and demeanor
50% responses to interview questions 
The judges’ decision will be final.
All contestants will be introduced at the fair opening ceremonies at which time the judges’ decision will be announced.
Candidates should be dressed as they would be for a summer job interview.
The King and Queen are expected to attend the fair to assist in presentation of ribbons and trophies.
Winners will receive a cash gift, a lifetime pass to the fair and another gift.
